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A Loretto woman is ac-
cused of taking part in a 
home invasion robbery in 
mid March.

A Nelson County grand 
jury returned an indict-
ment Wednesday against 
Shannon Bartley, 35, of 
Loretto.

Bartley is accused of 
aiding Demetrius Wat-
kins of Bloomfield in 
the March 13 robbery of 
Miranda Ragg in a resi-
dence on Hubbards Lane 
in Bardstown. She was 
indicted on one count of 
first-degree robbery.

Watkins, 37, was also 
indicted on first-degree 
robbery, two counts of 
second-degree assault, 
five counts first-degree 
unlawful imprisonment 
and first-degree persistent 
felony offender.

Watkins is accused of 
forcing his way into a res-
idence around 4:42 a.m. 
and attacking Ragg, stab-
bing James P. Geoghegan 
and Jeffrey B. Lester II, 
attacking Laura Pinkston 
and holding the four peo-
ple, as well as a 4-year-old 
girl, against their will.

According to a Bard-
stown Police press release 

on the day of the rob-
bery, a struggle ensued re-
sulting in minor injures to 
two residents of the home. 
Watkins also reportedly 
grabbed the small child, 
who was unharmed in the 
incident.

Police said Watkins 
fled the scene in a yellow 
Monte Carlo driven by a 
white woman.

Watkins was arrest-
ed by Bardstown Police 
a few hours after they 
received the call and 
charged him with first-
degree robbery, second-
degree assault and wan-
ton endangerment. 

Watkins has a crimi-
nal history dating back to 
at least 1997 of robbery, 
burglary and drug charg-
es. He has pleaded guilty 
to charges related to rob-
bery at least three times.

In 2012, Watkins was 
indicted in a home inva-
sion robbery. In March 
2013, he was sentenced 
to five years in prison for 
first-degree facilitation to 
robbery. Watkins was pa-
roled May 1, according to 
Kentucky Department of 
Corrections records.

In 2009, Watkins 
pleaded guilty to robbery 
in the second degree. 
He was indicted twice 

in 2008 for forcible rob-
bery, including robbing a 
woman at her home with 
a butcher knife. After a 
plea deal in those cases, 
Watkins pleaded guilty to 

theft by unlawful taking or 
disposition and complicity 
to theft by unlawful tak-
ing or disposition and was 
sentenced to five years in 
prison.
